Full Gear Motorcycle Safety Program
Full Gear is a program for young people
who want to obtain their motorcycle L’s

(Learner’s motorcycle license), have
barriers to completing the course and may

benefit from support. At the end of the
course, participants are legally able to ride.

We take applications from young people
who have participated in or are at risk of

unsafe road/motorcycle use.
Participants must be 16 years and 9 months
old and have completed a Motorcycle Road
Rules Knowledge Test at Service Tasmania.
