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CONDTIONS OF TRAVEL 

1. The applicant must contact the Council the day before travel. If travel is planned 
after a weekend, contact must be made on Monday morning for final approval. 

2. Travel is prohibited within 48 hours of heavy rainfall unless specific approval is 
granted by the Council. 

3. Vehicles are restricted to a maximum speed of 20 km/h, or lower if conditions 
require. On Fairy Glen Road: 

a. Vehicles must travel at 5 km/h. 
b. A guide must be present at the slip at chainage 560 to direct the vehicle(s) 

away from the drop-off and monitor the area. 
4. Vehicles must stay as close as reasonably possible to the high side of the road, 

avoiding the low-side edge. 
5. The applicant/operator must manage other vehicles on the road. Passing 

another vehicle must be done carefully and only at safe locations. 
6. Access is restricted to daylight hours. 
7. Convoy travel is strictly prohibited. 
8. Photos must be taken to document the road's condition before travel.
