Hot! In the city

Young people gearing up for 2021

Hot, dry and windy conditions and a 
severe fire danger rating in January saw 
the Tasmanian Fire Service (TFS) 
declare a Total Fire Ban day and, while 
no bushfires threatened Glenorchy 
that day, history tells us they will in 
the future. 

So, how can we prepare our city 
for these conditions? Council recently 
approved its first Bushfire Mitigation 
Strategy 2020–2030 for the 
municipality and Greater Hobart area. 
Working together with stakeholders, 

The Full Gear program aims to reduce 
risky behaviours on the road like riding 
without a licence, riding unregistered 
and without proper safety gear. 

Young people aged between 16 – 24 
attend six sessions taught by an 
experienced motorcycle trainer. In 
exchange, we pay for a helmet, gloves 
and cover fees for the learner 
motorcycle license practical test 
(totalling $1,300). 

The Glenorchy born program (2017), 
has seen nearly 40 young people gain 
their learner license and find direct 
employment as a result. Some 
participants, are now able to work extra 
shifts at short notice, increase hours 
and pursue permanent roles.

Funding is currently provided by State 
Growth but there are wait lists for local 
young people who would benefit from 
joining the program.

A message from 
our works team

Over the coming weeks, Council 
will have contractors working 
throughout the city undertaking 
road verge mowing, footpath 
spraying and roadworks. 

Council has recently 
commenced using tractor 
mounted reach mowers to 
manage roadside vegetation, this 
method enables a quicker 
turnaround, and is considerably 
safer for the employees 
conducting the works.

The second round of Council’s 
biannual footpath spraying 
program is about to start with the 
majority of works to be 
conducted during quieter times 
of the day for pedestrians and 
road traffic.

This year there will be extensive 
crack sealing work conducted on 
the existing asphalt surface on 
Main Road beginning in Moonah 
heading North. This work is 
essential to stop moisture from 
finding its way under the current 
road seal and causing degradation 
to Glenorchy’s road network.

Please be mindful that worksites 
will have traffic 

management in 
place, look 

around for signs
